Parent Teacher Conferences

arent Teacher Conferences are designed to assist both parents and teachers focus on the systematic progress of each student.  Our two P/T Conferences, in Putnam County, next school year will take place during September 2010 and February 2011.  Here are some TIPS for P/T Conference days:

*Go in it with positivism, even if you believe that there is a reason for concern.  

*See the teacher as your child’s educational partner.  

*Bring a list of topics you would like to discuss with the teacher during your scheduled time such as: 1) what, 2) how, & 3) when.

1. Skills and knowledge to master this year:
    * What will my child learn this year in key subjects like math, science, and English?  Are there any challenging academic standards?  How do you help my child reach the academic standards they're expected to meet? What kind of projects and assignments have you planned to help my child meet higher academic standards?

2. Child assessments and evaluations:

    * How are grades determined in your classroom? How do you test students? How soon will you inform me of my child’s progress? If my child learns at a different rate, how could you accommodate the learning?
3. My part or involvement this year:

    * When can I help? Is there anything I should do at home or at school to be involved?
